Final Exam

Final Exam Exemption Policy:

The superintendent may exempt from final examinations only seniors enrolled in courses earning a full Carnegie unit both first and second semesters for high school diploma credit who have an average of 90 or above for the second semester course. All underclassmen students will take final examinations
Make-up Policy: 

Excused absences: 5 days to make up any assignment (test, homework, current event, etc). If a uniform day is missed due to an excused absence, the uniform must be worn upon return. A grade of “0” will be given if assignments are not completed within 5 days or the uniform is not worn upon return to school.

Unexcused absences:  NO work may be made up, to include uniform wear.  A grade of “0” will be given for each assignment that falls in this category.
